Orchard Continues  

T he work continues! We 

have continued to add 

additional resources for the 

community into the fruit 

orchard. Our goal is to help secure the trees 

from vandals and unsuspecting pets. To 

this end, we are pushing forward on the 

work to build a fence around the orchard. 

As of yesterday, work began on setting the 

fence posts. The posts will be secured over 

the next few weeks in preparation for the 

fencing material that will ultimately com-

plete the boundary.  

As you can see, digging the holes was made 

easy with the use of an auger. After over 50 

holes were dug, we were rained out and 

unable to complete the work on July 4; 

however, we plan to set the posts on July 5. 

To ensure that unwitting passerby's do not 

stumble upon our holes the hard way, we 

did place the posts in the holes to serve as 

markers until they are set.  

W e are quickly reaching our goal to 

complete the first phase of the 

Community Fruit Orchard at WaterStone 

Community Church; however, help is still 

needed.

This even will 

focus on the fencing around the orchard. 

We are looking for volunteers to help 

place the slats on the fence. Leaders will 

be on site to help instruct those who are 

new to the process.

A designated area on the south side of the melon 

bed has been set aside as a compost area. A wall 

will be placed around the area in the future to con-

tain the compost while it matures for use.
